Tournament Rule

1) Rules to Govern Play:  Official Cal Ripken Rule Book, subject to listed exceptions.
2) Insurance:  Bourne Youth Baseball does not provide insurance for participants.  All players and coaches

should be covered by their own insurance.
3) Player and Coach Limit per Team:  Players - 15, Manager - 1, Coaches - 2, Score Keeper - 1, Bat Boy - 1.

Only Players, Manager, Coaches, Score Keeper, and Bat Boy are allowed in the dugout.  All equipment must
be keep inside the dugout.

4) Eligible Players:  Any player who has not exceeded the Tournament Age prior to April 30.  Proof of birth
date required and certificate retained by manager.

5) Uniforms:  All teams must be suited with baseball uniforms and hats.
6) Designated Hitter (DH):  Optional.   A nine or ten man batting order may be used.  If a ten man batting

order is used it must be used for the entire game.  The DH batting slot will be considered the same as a tenth
player.

7) Ground Rules:  Umpires will review Ground Rules prior to the start of each game.
8) Warm-Up:  Each team will be allowed a 10-minute warm-up before each game.
9) Forfeit Time:  15 minutes after scheduled game time for any team unable to field nine players.  

10) Pitchers:  Are allowed nine innings per tournament.  The pitching for any part of an inning (a single pitch)
will constitute a full inning.  Six innings are allowed per day per pitcher.

11) Balks:  No balks will be called.
12) Curve Balls:  Curve balls will be allowed for 11 & 12 year teams only.
13) Slaughter Rule:  A 10 run lead after 4 complete innings (3 and 1/2 if home team is ahead) will end the game.
14) Hidden Ball Trick:  Not allowed.
15) Hidden Ball Trick:  Not allowed.
16) Metal Spikes:  Not Allowed.
17) Smoking:  No smoking.
18) Must Slide Rule:  When an offensive player is going to 2nd, 3rd, or home plate, and a play is about to develop,

the runner must slide (feet first).
19) No Slashing:  Slashing is the process of waggling the bat in a squared bunting position to intentionally

distract the pitcher, or feigning a bunt and swinging at the pitched ball.
20) Catchers:  Must wear masks while warming up pitchers.
21) Time Limit per Game:  No new inning will start after two hours.  An inning starts when the third out is

made to end an inning.  The head umpire is the official time keeper.
22) Pitching Record:  Each team will be responsible for maintaining a pitching record of all innings pitched and

sign the official pitching record form after each game.
23) Protests:  Will be settled immediately by the head umpire, tournament director, or designated game official, as

necessary.
24) Round Robin Selection Rules:  

1.  Won/loss record,
2.  Head to head results,
3.  Fewest runs allowed by your team, or
4.  Coin flip.
